REBUILDING WALLSREBUILDING WALLSREBUILDING WALLS  

 During the month of December, one 
of our Sunday morning Bible classes 
focused on the book of Nehemiah.  
We learned about Nehemiahôs ef-
forts to rebuild the walls of Jerusa-
lem.  Those walls had been torn 
down by the Babylonians when they 
overtook Jerusalem and carried its 
people into captivity.  By the time of 
Nehemiah the people of Judah had 
been allowed to return to their 
homeland.  But they had made very 
little progress in rebuilding the walls 
and gates of the city.   When Nehe-
miah received word of this he went 
to Jerusalem himself and personally 
headed up the rebuilding project.   

 Our study of Nehemiah led 
to some interesting discussion about 
what ñwallsò may need rebuilding in 
our lives today.  What do you need 
to rebuild?  Is your personal life in 
need of rebuilding? Are your priori-
ties messed up? Do you find yourself 
busy with things that are ultimately 
unimportant?  Or does your  family 
need rebuilding? Are there relation-
ships with your spouse, your chil-
dren, or your parents that have bro-
ken down?  Is it your faith that 
needs rebuilding? Have you been 
struggling in your use of Godôs 
Word, in your prayers to him, in 
your living for him?  Perhaps you 
can think of other areas of your life 
where some rebuilding is needed. 

 But where do you begin?  
When a major building project be-
gins, thereôs often a ceremonial 
eventða groundbreaking. Some dig-
nitary digs up a shovelôs worth of 
soil and hooray! The work has be-
gun.  That might seem sillyðone 
shovelful of earthðbut the project 
has to start somewhere. Whatever   

youôre rebuilding, the work has to 
start somewhere. So, what will your 
groundbreaking event be? Do you 
need to talk to someone, pray with 
someone, apologize to someone? Do 
you need to spend quality time with 
God in prayer? Do you need to speak 
to one of the pastors?  Do you need to 
attend a Bible class?  Do you need to 
begin a schedule of reading through 
the Bible?  How does the rebuilding 
start?   Get a specific step in mind, 
something you can doðor start to 
doðthis week. 

 Whatever the building pro-
ject, with Godôs help, you can suc-
ceed.  You see, God knows all about 
rebuilding.  Just look at what he did 
to rebuild your relationship with 
him!  That relationship had been torn 
down and demolished by your sin.   
There was nothing you could do to 
rebuild it.  But God sent his Son to do 
the rebuilding.  Jesus rebuilt your 
relationship with God by replacing 
your sinful life with his holy life and 
transferring your sins to himself at 
the cross.  Jesus declared his rebuild-
ing project ñfinishedò on Good Fri-
day.  And His Father showed that he  
concurred when he raise him from 
the dead on Easter Sunday.  The re-
building project truly is complete.  
Your relationship with God is re-
stored!  

 Now, with Godôs help, you can 
tend to whatever ñwallsò need         
rebuilding in your life.
